This initiative is starting at Sisovath HS in

Phnom Penh. Based on a successful prototype Program Approac,l

piloted at the Demonstration School in Kam-

pong Cham Province, the project is funded di-

rectly by MoEYS with implementation by Kam-

puchean Action for Primary Education (KAPE). The NGS program will focus on Science and Tech-
nology instruction as central themes. These are
skills that the Kingdom desperately needs to instill
in Cambodian youth as ASEAN integration begins.
NGS will, therefore, offer extended hours of in-
struction for the following subjects: Chemistry,
Physics, Biology, and Information Technology

Each New Generatior will be overseen by an
Oversight Board tha dischools to strict stand-
ards of performance.

The program will receive extensive investment to
modernize educational facilities at the school. This
will include the renovation of 5 to 6 science labs, a
computer lab, modern classrooms, a 21 century
library, and a student counseling office.




Professional
Development

Teachers will be selected competitively to ensure
that only the best educators are working at the
school. Teachers will be held to high professional
standards including the abolition of ‘rien kua’
practices. Selected teachers and school managers
at Hun Sen Kampong Cham High School will par-
ticipate in an on-going program of capacity build-
ing that begins with foundation workshops and
continues periodically throughout the year during
special Reflection Workshops. School managers
will receive training on leadership, planning, prin-
ciples of youth empowerment, and strict enforce-
ment of Ministry expectations of improved gov-
ernance.
